1. Choose a focal point.  It may be a picture, fabric covering, accessory, etc.  Plan your room around this item.  Consider the function/use of the room along with color scheme and your taste.

2. Use the pre-drawn room and sample furniture to create a pleasing layout.  Consider and keep in mind:

· Scale: large to small size

· Proportion: size relationship

· Traffic pattern: coming/going to destination/direction

· Function: purpose/usage of an object or furniture

· Focal point of the room: point/place of interest
